Day 13 Aswan / Kom Ombo / Edfu. Sailing to Kom Ombo. Visit
the temple shared by two gods, Sobek and Haroeris. Sailing to Edfu. Visit the temple of Horus, and sail
on to Esna.

Day14 Cruise continues to Luxor to visit the stunning Luxor and Karnak Temples.

Day 15 Disembarkation after breakfast. Cross the West Bank to visit Thebes Necropolis, Valley of the
Kings, El Deir El Bahari of Hatshepsut and Colossi of Memnon facing the Nile. Fly back to Cairo.

Day 16 To the airportt homeward bound.
